Objectives and Contextualisation

This course emphasises the listening comprehension of English as it is based on a series of TED talks.
Different grammatical and lexical aspects of the English language will be developed on the basis of the
contents of a talk and of other activities in each of the units, such as passive and active constructions, the
ways of expressing future, different modals and their uses, among others. The subject also includes a writing
component, reading comprehension and pronunciation activities.

Evaluation

This subject follows continuous assessment.

Non-assessable students are those who have done less than a 30% of the assessment items of the course.
