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There were nine new socio-political crises 
in 2021: Burkina Faso, Djibouti, Eswatini, 
Ethiopia-Sudan, Niger y Nigeria (Biafra), 

Colombia, Cuba and Armenia y Azerbaijan 
(Nagorno Karabakh)

In the Middle East, in eight 
of the 11 cases analyzed 

there were actors who 
opposed the policies of their 
governments or the political, 
social or ideological system 

of the state

38% of the tensions 
worsened in 2021, 
42% that remained 
without signi�cant 
changes and 20%
