Following instructions from the FMinister of IForeign

Affairs, I refer to your letter of last May 22nd concerning
delayed nuclear damages which may be suffered by the residents

of Palomares.

The competent services of this Department, in
collaboration with the Nuclear Safety DBoard and the offices
of the Secretary-General for wmnergy and lMineral Resources
in the Ministry of Industry  and rnergy, have made a detailed
legal examination of the situation, as a result of which,
on January 17th of this year a Verbal Note was submitted
to the rmbassy of the United States, pointing out that,
in view of the continuing nature of the damage, the right
of the Spanish State to make claims through diplomatic
channels and in accordance with the terms of the Spanish

Nuclear Power Act could not be deemed to have expired.
