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OBJECTIVOS GENERALES
La politica europea esta experimentando fuertes cambios. Por una parte, los distintos paises se
alejan tanto de modelos de relacion estado-sociedad predominantemente jerarquicos como de
modelos fuertemente descentralizados predominantemente anclados en mercados. Por la otra, la
emergencia y consolidacion de ordenes sociales e institucionales mas plurales, que funcionan
crecientemente en base a logicas de tipo multi-céntricas.

El objetivo de esta asignatura es introducir a los estudiantes en el estudio de estas dinamicas
desde un punto de vista del analisis conceptual y comparado en un conjunto de casos (Gran
Bretafia, Francia, Alemania, Italia). El curso esta dividido en tres partes. En la primera parte,
nuestros esfuerzos apuntaran a comprender desde un punto de vista conceptual las caracteristicas
mas salientes de lo que se denomind ‘sociedades centralmente guiadas’ asi como de los factores
que llevaron al declive de dicha forma de relacion estado-sociedad. Con dicho marco conceptual
como telon de fondo, en la segunda parte, analizaremos las caracteristicas centrales de la
arquitectura institucional de la politica en los distintos casos y expandiremos dicho analisis a la
economia politica de los distintos paises. Ello permitird comprender de forma cabal una serie de
procesos asociados a la evolucion de las modalidades de relacion estado-sociedad. En la tercera
parte, analizaremos desde un punto de vista conceptual y comparativo el impacto de dichos
procesos sobre la politica y (lo politico).
