Objectius

The course invites students to explore a range of scholarly debates concerning both theoretical frameworks
and empirical studies within the topic of "discrimination” and systematic inequality by ethnicity, race and social
class. The migration processes in confluence with the current globalized and multicultural society create
significant political, social and economic challenges in geographical areas of the world where people come
from and settle in. To understand these new challenges, it is necessary to develop strong conceptual and
instrumental tools founded in a real commitment to integration and social cohesion with respect to the
management of migration and diversity. This course seeks to update and expand the students” theoretical and
methodological knowledge from an interdisciplinary approach. Students will engage in discussions about the
ways in which migration and ethnicity may affect bilateral and regional relations, security, national identity and
sovereignty. The students will be asked to appreciate migration and ethnicity as a key dynamic of globalization
as it plays an essential part in social change and contributes to a transformation of contemporary society. In
addition to the objectives listed above this course also has the following objectives: Students will be required to
demonstrate a capacity for critical thinking, global awareness and understanding, and sensitivity to
understanding of multiple perspectives, e.g. class, race, gender and ethnicity.

Assessment, intervention, planning for social change;

Criminal justice system and discrimination by social class inequality;

Criminal justice system and discrimination on ethnic inequality;

Criminal justice system and discrimination on age inequality;

Criminal justice system and discrimination by gender inequality;

Metodologia
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Problem/Project-based learning (PBL) will be the main methodological tool of teaching and learning in this
course. The Problem/Project-based learning (PBL) is an instructional (and curricular) learner-centered
approach that empowers learners to conduct research, integrate theory and practice, and apply knowledge and
skills to develop a viable solution to a given problem or phenomenon.

Through participation in small groups, students will have to think collectively and to develop and defend a
social analysis and intervention project from a problem or phenomenon discussed in class.
