Methodology

network, etc.) is deepened in the contents of the subject. On other occasions, practical activities are carried out
using technological means, complementary materials, etc. Use active methodologies: for example, working for
projects and / or promoting collaborative learning.

Evaluation

Attendance to supervised activities is mandatory to achieve the objectives of the subject. In order to be
evaluated, at least 80% of all classes in each field must have attended.
In order to pass the subject, it will be necessary to demonstrate that the competences worked have been
developed, both in the section of groups and emotions, as in the TAC section. Therefore, both parts must be
passed with a minimum score of 5 in each.
