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Prerequisites

By obtaining the minimum of creditsin basic training subjects, students have
demonstrated to have acquired the basic competences and they will be able to express
themselves orally and in writing. For this reason, any spelling and expression errors that

 may be committed will lead to a score decreasein the final grade.

The papers submitted in the course must be original and under no circumstances will the
total or partial plagiarism of third-party materials published on any medium be admitted.
Any submission of non-original material without properly indicating its origin will
automatically result in a failure rating (0).

It is also expected that students know the general rules of submission of an academic
work. However, students could apply the specific rules that the teacher of the subject
may indicate to them, if they deem it necessary.

Objectives and Contextualisation

"Texts of contemporary Spanish Narrative" is integrated into the subject of
Contemporary Spanish Literature, and is part of the 54 optional credits which the student
must attend during the fourth year of the Degree in Spanish Language and Literature. It's
one of the subjects offered within the Spanish and Hispanic-American Literature
category, acknowledgement that students receive if they attend at least 30 of the 54
optional credits among the subjects assigned specifically to the said category.

One of the basic specific objectives of the subject is that students know the different
genres of the contemporary Spanish narrative, as well as its main currents and works,
and is able to comment appropriately on any narrative text of the period. The course also
includes the use of the methods and tools of textual criticism and related disciplines, as
well as the annotated edition of texts and auxiliary instruments.

Methodology

- Autonomous activities. These activities include both time devoted to individual study
and production of papers and analytical comments written, as well as oral presentations.

- Evaluation activities. The evaluation of the subject will be carried out through written
tests.

It will be considered "Not Evaluable" when the student doesnot perform any of the 
activities or tests. The elaboration ofan activity implies the will of the student to be 
evaluated inthe subject.

The review of the tests will be carried out in a pre-agreedinterview with the teacher.

Recovery:
