Assessment

The subject consists of the following evaluation activities:

- The presentation of an individual essay. This activity represents 50% of the final grade

- The group selection and presentation in a seminar based on a topic proposed and previously agreed with the
teacher. This exhibition represents 30% of the final grade. There will be an attendance check and if you have
not repeatedly assisted, there will be a penalty of 50% of the percentage obtained in this activity.

- A written test with notes made in a group or individually, which represents 20% of the final mark.
