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Prerequisites

Students that don't come from Catalan speaking area and, so, they have not attended school in Catalan
language, they have to follow a parallel work plan in order to learn this language. Simultaneous dedication is a
necessary but not sufficient condition to pass the course: students with this profile will be evaluated with the
same criteria as the rest of the students, although their effort and real progress will be taken into account.
