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Prerequisites

It is also expected that students know the general rules of submission of an academic work. However, students
could apply the specific rules that the teacher of the subject may indicate to them, if they deem it necessary.

Methodology
The student must carry out a continuous monitoring of the subject.

In order to achieve the stated objectives, theoretical explanations will be combined by the teacher with the
completion of exercises and with the discussion of certain aspects related to the contents, which entails the
active participation of the students. The learning of this subject by the students is distributed as follows:

® 40% of directed activities (52.5 hours)

- These activities are distributed in theoretical classes (57%), practices in the classroom (30%) and debates
and discussion (13%)

® 10% of supervised activities (15 hours)
® 50% of autonomous activities (76 hours)

Assessment

The faculty will evaluate this subject on an ongoing basis by performing two activities. Also, class participation
will be valued.

® Activity 1 (Topics 1 and 2): Analysis of a phenomenon in light of the different types of linguistic variation,
with special attention to diachronic variation. The phenomenon to be studied will be selected by the
students from a list provided by the teacher.

® Activity 2 (Topics 3 and 4): From a theoretical basis based on bibliography, practical analysis of a
linguistic aspect chosen from a series of proposals.

The evaluation of the subject will be carried out starting from the realization of two activities in which the
following aspects will be evaluated:

® The assimilation of theoretical contents;

® The practical application of the contents;

® The adaptation to the requirements of the activity in question;
® Attendance and participation in class.

In order to pass the subject all the activities must be done. The minimum admission grade required to pass
each of the tests, considering it on the average, must be equal to or greater than 5 points. The final grade is
obtained from the sum of the grade of the two activities with their respective percentage.

Re-evaluation

All evaluation activities are recoverable. All tests whose qualification is less than 4 points must be recovered in
the recovery period. All tests whose grade is below 4 must be re-evaluated in the re-evaluation time.
