Objectives and Contextualisation

The studies of the Humanities Degree must conclude with the elaboration and defense of a final project (6
ECTS credits). This project is included in the complementary fourth-year training that the student has to study,
along with the 54 optional credits corresponding to the last year of the degree. The unique training objective is
the elaboration of a research, synthesis or applied work, that has a relation with the subjects of the degree.

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Content

The work represents 6 ECTS credits and this means about 150 hours of work that most of the students must
do independently.

VERY IMPORTANT: In the Degree of Humanities, the monitoring of the TFG and the contact with the tutor is
done through tfe.uab.cat obligatorily.

There are different types of work so that students can demonstrate their intellectual and work skills:
1. The research work to get started in this task.

2. A state of affairs on a particular topic, based on a bibliographic repertoire.

3. The work that collects documentation worked to show the reality of a topic.

4. The personal essay on a particular problem.

5. Work on a professional aspect that shows sections that have been worked on in the institution where the
external practices have been carried out.

6. The work can be specified in more innovative formats, such as the elaboration of an audiovisual
documentary or the preparation of a web space (accompanied by a brief written report that supports them).

The student can choose any topic they want related to the Degree of Humanities. You can also choose to do
the TFG any professor of the Faculty (don't need to have given a class in the Degree) and the professors of the
Degree of those faculties that have given teaching in the Degree of Humanities.
