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Prerequisites

Knowledge of Music theory and practice equivalent to having completed A-level/High school level of
Conservatoire studies.

Objectives and Contextualisation

The aim of this course is to gain familiarity with the basic tools for describing musical repositories, and their
application in the treatment of manuscript and printed sources preserved in Catalan archives. This course
makes the musical repertoire of composers that remains ignored and overlooked in many archives and
libraries in the country, available to the students. Through direct contact with sources and through bi-annual
internships, students gain direct knowledge of the immense work required to know the history of Catalan
music, especially that of the 17th, 18th, 19th and 20th centuries.

1.-Learning the necessary methodological tools to access the description criteria detailed in the musical
documents, manuscripts and prints.

2.-Learning the classification and sorting criteria for the conserved repertoire being treated.

3.-Access to the sources of musical repertoire in the Catalan area: localisation, condition and programmes of
action.

4.-Promoting works from unpublished musical sources (authors and repertoire).



5.-Participation in the drafting of analytical inventories for musical repositories (manuscripts and printed
materials) belonging to the Church, or in public and/or private collections.

6.-Fostering participation in the production of support projects aimed at a knowledge of Catalan musical
heritage and its dissemination.

® Apply knowledge acquired in relation to the main techniques of cataloguing, transcription, critical
edition, study, analysis and musical heritage.

® Know and understand the historical evolution of music, its technical, stylistic, aesthetic and
interpretative characteristics from a diachronic perspective.

The programming of the course is oriented towards an eminently practical aspect with the aim of facilitating
direct contact with the musical sources, handwritten and printed, which are preserved in archives, libraries
and/or documentation centers.

The methodological support and teaching resources, apart from the items related to the international
cataloging systems, include the materials of the Guide for the description of musical documents (Subdireccio
General d'Archives, Department of Culture, Generalitat de Catalunya, 2024) ; the model of studies applied to
the recovery of the Catalan musical heritage (12 printed volumes from the collection Inventaris dels fonds
musicales de Catalunya); and the musical repertoire databases cataloged by the IFMuC project of the UAB (
https://ifmuc.uab.cat/?In=ca).

Teaching includes 15 hours of theoretical training (taught on campus, in face-to-face format) and 30 hours of
integrated practice (taught in one or more archives). Students carry out supervised internships in Catalan
music archives that preserve collections of uncatalogued manuscripts and printed material. Thanks to these
practices, students come into direct contact with the sources, which becomes for them a unique experience
throughout the Degree, and which in many cases reveals new scientific interests, helps them become aware of
the work that they understand the creation of an inventory and learn to value the benefits that its edition
represents for the study and dissemination of the music of the ancestors, whose creative legacy we are heirs
to.

For those students who wish to, the 4th year course "External practices" allows them to continue working on
the description of a musical background through an internship agreement.

The classes are divided into two blocks:
1. The theoretical classes given by the teacher (15 hours) to deal with the items on the course syllabus.
2. Practical classes (30 hours) distributed alternately between:

a) Practical description of musical documents in an archive, library or documentation center external to the
UAB.

b) Practices of transcription of musical beginnings with Plaine & Easie Code (PAE) from the digitized
beginnings of the online collections of the IFMuC database (https://ifmuc.uab.cat/?In=ca). Plaine & Easie Code
is a bibliographic standard that allows codification of musical incipits in modern or mensural notation. The
maintenance and updating of the code is the responsibility of the International Association of Music Libraries,
Archives and Documentation Centers (IAML) and the International Repertory of Musical Sources (RISM), to be
used as an exchange format in libraries as in archives. Related Links: IAML/PAE:

c) Practices for reviewing the writing of 5 voices of the IFMuC Wiquiproject
(https://ca.wikipedia.org/wiki/Viquiprojecte:IFMuC) and preparing bio-bibliographic materials on unpublished
composers for the writing of 1 new one Wikipedia reference article.

Annotation: Within the schedule set by the centre or degree programme, 15 minutes of one class will be
reserved for students to evaluate their lecturers and their courses or modules through questionnaires.

This course has a marked practical profile. The result of its evaluation is obtained from the sum of three
components:

1.- Class Assistance. Assessment value: 25%

In order to participate in this course, it is essential for the student to attend the two sections that make up the
course: theoretical classes (15 hours) and practical classes (30 hours). Students who fail to accredit
attendance at 25% of classes will be considered "Not Assessed".

2.- Practical work. Assessment value: 45%
a) Practical description of musical documents: 15%
b) Practicing transcription of musical beginnings with Plaine & Easy Code (PAE): 15%

c) Preparation of the review of 5 voices and preparation of bio-bibliographic materials on unpublished
composers for the writing of 1 new reference article in Wikipedia.

3.- Supervised Individual Assignment. Assessment value: 30%

grade for this subject will be 0.

If the tests cannot be taken in person, their format will be adapted (maintaining their weighting) to the
possibilities offered by the UAB's virtual tools. Homework, activities and class participation will be done through
forums, wikis and/or exercise discussions through Teams, etc. The teacher will ensure that the student can
access it or will offer him or her alternative means, which are within their reach.

In the event of re-evaluation, the uncompleted tasks must be completed.
