Objectives and Contextualisation

The emphasis of this course will be on speaking and the listening comprehension of English. Different
grammatical and lexical aspects of the English language will be developed in compliance with the level of the
course. (Verb tenses, cause and effect, and quantifiers among others) Also, the acquisition of vocabulary, error
correction, text comprehension and organization in writing will also be worked on.
