Objectives and Contextualisation

The objective of this course is to examine Catalan as a literary language from internal and external perspectives, and through both synchronic and diachronic lenses.

Content

This course examines the language of Catalan writers from both internal and external perspectives, based on
the analysis of specific case studies. Internally, it focuses on the distinctive features of literary language, such
as the phonetic and phonological elements characteristic of poetry, rhetorical and pragma-stylistic devices, and
the use of social registers and dialectal variation. Externally, it explores historical models of literary language,
the debates these models have generated, and the relationship between literary creation and linguistic norms.
